SGAIC Assessment criteria for double handed casting practical examination

1 - Subject headings from the syllabus are printed in bold italics throughout.

2 - Examination to be carried out with no time wasting. 

3 - Candidate to make explanations as if speaking to a student.

4 - During the examination no discussions shall be entered into other than those strictly necessary in order to complete the tests.

5 - The assessor’s marks are confidential and will not be discussed with the candidate.

6 - Intervals for “natural breaks” at the request of an assessor or candidate or for arranged meals are allowed.
7 - No part of the examination will be allowed without the presence of two assessors
8 – The candidate provides suitable tackle that he/she would deem suitable for teaching purposes with.
9 - The tackle used will be scrutinised by the assessors who must be satisfied as to its legitimacy. Any doubt or confusion over line sizes/types may result in disqualification.
10 - The same rod and line combination must be used throughout the tests
11 – The candidate is allowed to replace any item of equipment that suffers breakage during the tests, providing that the replacement equipment is acceptable to the assessors.

12 - Up to three attempts may be made for each task. After three unsuccessful attempts to achieve a satisfactory result a failure is recorded. In exceptional circumstances the assessors may jointly agree to further attempts being allowed if in their opinion weather conditions are exceptionally adverse.
13 – Duration of pre-assessment is 30-minutes, then either a provisional test or workshop for 1-hour.

14 – All distances are measured from the reel to the tape or markers.
15 – Line, leader and fly must land virtually straight and gently.

16 - No tailing loops are allowed on any of the fly-casting tests except where called for by the assessors.

Maximum Rod length is 15’ and line weight #11.
