SGAIC 2010/11 Programme Overview

Scotland’s Game Angling Governing Body - SANA - will run it’s Scottish Game Angling Instructor’s Certificate (SGAIC) Programme starting in October 2010 and completing at the start of April 2011. The programme will cover both single (e.g trout) and double-handed (e.g salmon) instruction

Introduction

The course will be run over six classroom days, the majority of which will be at the Angling Centre Kinross over weekend dates. The syllabus and assessment for the Instructor’s Certificate is demanding and candidates will also be expected to complete practical and course work outside of these classroom days. In particular candidates should plan to link up with a qualified instructor for practical mentoring in teaching and casting skills. Final Award of the SGAIC certificate will be dependent on successfully passing three Assessments:

· Written Paper

· Short Presentation

· Practical Casting and Teaching Assessment 

Full guidance of work expected and potential mentors will be given in the introductory session on the first day of the course. Fees for the course including assessments is £400 with a £50 deposit required with applications to secure a place. Candidates wishing to sit both single and double handed assessments in the same intake will be required to pay an £80 surcharge, Intake numbers are limited to 15 per course due to the high level of personal tuition delivered. In addition to the formal classroom days, a free open day will be held in October that anyone planning to do the course will find helpful and should make every effort to attend.
